Project would increase size of culvert to accommodate 100 year flow event and provide for full aquatic
passage in al but extreme high flows.

A deteriorating round pipe culvert on Douglas County Road #177 at Rattlesnake Creek is
undersized for extreme flood events and at times impedes or completely blocks passage of fish
upstream. The current structure isa partid or full barrier to many aguatic species. It isthe fisheries
biologist opinion based on over 20 years of experience that the structure needs to be replaced. The
proposed project involves replacing the existing culvert with a structure thet is as wide as the upstream
high water channdl and provides for a natura streambed substrate. This would be bottomless arch or
bridge structure. Thistype of structure would provide for extreme flood events and migration of al

aquatic species.

This project would insure County infrastructure would be maintained and protected from flood damage
aswdl as providing for naturd aguetic functions.
