SOGP will collaborate with the BLM on the China Gulch Fuel Reduction Project, using managed goat grazing
to reduce, or eliminate, sprouting madrone, a fuel hazard in recently harvested forest environs.  SOGP will hire,
direct and supply all labor, goats and facilities for the project.  SOGP will treat ca. 25% (20 acres) of the unit
with intensive management (fencing enclosure), ca. 75% (60 acres) with open range herding, and, ca. 2% (3
acres) with no treatment (exclosure) for comparative purposes.  SOGP will reduce the fuel hazard from madrone
sprouts on approximately 80 acres of the treatment area.  SOGP will produce a report detailing the results of the
project, and based on those results, publish a brochure.  Additionally, SOGP will promote and conduct a seminar
/ workshop/tour to disseminate the results of the project to open a dialog among BLM, USFS, state, county,
public and private stakeholders.  Special emphasis will be placed on reaching local goat producers and
unemployed agricultural workers and encouraging their participation in the sustainable agriculture opportunities
of this project.

SOGP will develop a monitoring plan based on three methods of managed goat grazing.  One will
be intensive grazing in a 20 acre enclosure.  A second area, 60 acres, will utilize open range
herding techniques, developed by SOGP.  The third area of three acres will be enclosed and receive
no treatment.  A GPS unit will be utilized to enable replication and accuracy in mapping.  Based on
the results, recommendations can be made on how best to utilize goats for fuel reduction and
enhancement of forest health. 

b. How will the project be evaluated to determine how well the proposed project contributes
towards local employment and/or training opportunities, including summer youth jobs
programs such as the Youth Conservation Corps?  [Sec. 203(b)(6)]  Who will be responsible for
this monitoring item?

SOGP will involve local and regional employment agencies in the workshop/tour/seminar.  We
will create 2 or 3 family wage jobs with this project and the economic evaluation of this project
will determine the future of this approach.  Agricultural jobs have not traditionally been family
wage jobs.
