9. Statement of Project Goals and Objectives:

The goal is to create healthy, fire-safe woodlands on private properties and adjacent BLM lands in the Illinois
Valley through education and volunteer participation, and by doing weed control and restoration planting of
native species on approximately 60 acres where fuels reduction has taken place. Other objectives are GIS
mapping, media coverage, job training and work force development. Priority is given to private land adjacent to
or within one-quarter mile of BLM land. Weeds will be removed on both private and adjacent BLM land.

10. Proj ect Description: (Provide concise description of project and attach map.)

When the fuels reduction work prescribed by our Fire Safety Technician creates bare disturbed ground ripe
for weed invasion on private property close to or adjacent to BLM land, this project will kick in and offer: 1)
weed control by the FAC weed crew, and when appropriate, 2) a site visit and planting prescription by the
forestry technician and native seedlings for the landowner to plant. Monitoring systems will be established.

The duties and length of employment of the Tree Planting Project Coordinator will be expanded and extended
to include: 1) GIS mapping; 2) education and outreach to schools, youth groups and adult organizations on long
term maintenance of healthy fire-safe woodlands; 3) media; 4) orchestration of volunteer weed pulling, tree
planting and other forms of volunteer participation; and 5) ordering and caring for seedlings for this project.

The duties and length of employment of the Tree Planting Project Forestry Technician will be expanded and
extended to include: 1) site visits and prescribing of native seedlings; 2) mapping of planting prescriptions for
landowner or volunteers; and 3) caring for seedlings.

The duties and length of employment of the Fire Plan Community Coordinator, which include working with
the landowner and the fire safety technician to track the status of defensible space assessments and fuels
reduction plans will be expanded and extended to include: 1) tracking the status of weed removal and restoration
planting activities for each property; and 2) general bookkeeping and administration of the project.

We view this as the first year of an ongoing project where we will do what we do best, work with landowners
and the community over time to develop the knowledge and habits that build and maintain a healthy community
and ecosystem.

Our first three project locations are in the Takilma area. (1) Tax lot #1301. BLM on two sides.
Approximately 2 acres of meadow knapweed along the river on the tax lot. Probably knapweed also on adjacent
BLM land along the river. (2) Tax lot 1300. BLM land on one side. Approximately 2 acres of meadow
knapweed along the East Fork Illinois River on the tax lot. Probably knapweed also on the adjacent BLM land
along the East Fork Illinois River. (3) Tax lot 200. BLM land on two sides. Approximately 4 acres meadow
knapweed and bull thistle on the tax lot which probably also goes onto the adjacent BLM land.

This ongoing project will treat approximately 60 acres each year.

The project works with private landowners, community members, groups, schools and
federal agencies to accomplish weed control and healthy fire-safe woodlands, and helps all these

groups partner and work together toward common goals. The project fosters a sense of
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stewardship and commonality that transcends property lines and creates a stronger community
and environment.

18. How is this project in the best public interest? [Sec. 203(b)(7)] Identify benefits to communities?
Through education and activation of the community for long-term maintenance of healthy well-stocked
weed-free fire-safe woodlands, the project avoids wasting tax dollars on one-shot clean-up deals whose
benefits can disappear in the next five years. The community is helped to take charge of its fate, to
work together to solve difficult environmental problems. Jobs and self-esteem are provided through the

weed crew to a group in the community who are often marginalized and impoverished by traditional
federal land management procedures.

19. How does project benefit federal lands/resources?

As people learn the habits of weed control, they are motivated to pressure their neighbors to clean up
their land. Education, outreach and volunteer participation assist in this process. Weed- free, well-
stocked, well-maintained private woodlands adjacent to BLM lands throughout the valley improve the
health of the BLM forestland. This project has the capacity as it develops of enabling relationships
between the BLM and adjoining neighbors where everyone works together to create weed free, healthy
fire-safe woodlands. An educated, activated community involved in the finer points of managing their
own woodlands is going to make the BLM lands much safer. People will be more thoughtful and aware
of their impacts even when nobody sees what they are doing.
