	9. Statement of Project Goals and Objectives:  (max. 7 lines)
(1) Offer area youth a safe and supportive first work experience that incorporates education and mastery of basic employment skills including communication, conflict resolution and leadership, while promoting development of an individual work ethic and an understanding of resource management issues. (2) Complete recreation maintenance and noxious weed removal projects for Coos Bay BLM District, to accomplish land management goals.  (3) To enhance and improve recreation and native species resources through ecosystem diversity and stability.  (4) Perform 14 weeks of work on Coos Bay BLM projects by Northwest Youth Corps crews. (5) To provide means to hire 20 youth from local area (Coos and Douglas counties)


	10. Project Description: (provide concise description of project and attach map.)
Over the past 3 years, NYC has employed 41 Coos County and 60 Douglas County youth in our Conservation Corps programs.  Requested funding will allow NYC to continue to provide employment opportunities for youth in Coos County by supporting the recruitment and employment of over 20 local youth for 2004 Conservation Corps programs.   Funding will support the operation of fourteen (14) Conservation Corps crew weeks.  The NYC program is a regionally recognized leader in youth development.  NYC programs have excellent safety records, comprehensive safety programs, and emphasize teamwork and community development.  The NYC program serves as a conduit for youth to gain experience in the natural resource field, many times moving into seasonal and full time positions with federal/state/and local resource agencies.  Over 90% of NYC program participants reported significant increases in their ability to: (1) work hard, (2) work safely, (3) communicate with others, (4) take responsibility for their actions, and  (5) cooperate in a team effort.

(1) 6 weeks of district trail and recreation site maintenance, with 2 weeks planned at New River, 2 weeks at Euphoria Ridge, and 2 weeks at Blue Ridge.  If conditions change, projects may change to meet district trail maintenance needs. (See attached maps and description-Coos County)

(2) 1 week Scotch Broom and Gorse removal at North Spit Coast Guard Station (See attached map and description-Coos County)

(3) 1 week grazing allotment fence construction and noxious weed removal. (See attached map and description-Coos County)

(4) 1 week grazing allotment and fence construction and noxious weed removal. (See attached map and description-Douglas County)

(5) 1 week trail maintenance at Loon Lake Recreation Area. (See attached map and description-Douglas County)

(6) 4 weeks Dean Creek maintenance, to include the removal of noxious weeds and some viewing area maintenance. (See attached map and description-Douglas County)

Ongoing program education activities will teach youth about environmental issues and Bureau of Land Management resource management objectives.  This program will benefit recreational, subsistence, and industrial users of public lands and enhance positive feelings about their use of the resources.  Youth development programs provide a diversity of participants engaged in resource management activities, which in turn supports the efforts of BLM community outreach programs.  Youth Conservation Corps provide increased access to resource management work to a diversity of  non-traditional populations.

Grazing lease fencing and noxious weed removal: Good neighbor to grazing lessee and aids them in controlling weeds on private lands.  Cost for this is not able to be borne by lessee.  

18.  How is this project in the best public interest? [Sec. 203(b)(7)]  Identify benefits to communities. (max. 12 lines) 
Local school districts, parents and youth support Northwest Youth Corps programs.  Youth will be introduced to outdoor education, positive living skills, and productive work ethic.   Teens will learn essential job skills and receive training that will enhance their ability to make a positive impact in the communities in which they live.  Youth from the region will be exposed to local and regional resource management issues and the complexity of challenges facing Oregon’s resource management agencies and industries.  Youth participants who successfully complete the program are eligible for high school credit through an on-going program with local school districts and NYC’s own nationally accredited natural resource high-school, The OutDoor School.  Local communities will benefit by offering youth employment and development opportunities.  Teens earn a stipend based on $6.90/hr for an average of 37 hrs/week for a period of 4-6 weeks.  Provides 840 days of labor.

Projects support healthy watersheds through enhanced water quality and native flora conservation as well as improvement of local recreation opportunities and attractions.  

19.  How does project benefit federal lands/resources? (max. 12 lines)
Projects will improve and restore damaged trail systems for better public enjoyment.  Reducing amount of erosion from damaged trail systems will improve water quality of adjacent feeder streams.  Reduce amount of noxious weeds on public lands.  Enhance existing visitor services and recreation activities.  Youth Corps programs expose youth to diverse careers within federal agencies and enhance better public understanding of agency mandates, organization, and mission.  Through the existing Cooperative Agreement with Oregon BLM, the use of Northwest Youth Corps crews greatly reduces the cost of contract preparation and administration by agency personnel.
