INSTRUCTIONS FOR USING THE CRITERIA APPLICATION WORKSHEET
This worksheet is designed for use in documenting the application of effects determination criteria to projects funded under the National Fire Plan.  Note that a separate worksheet must be filled out for each combination of species (or species group in the case of salmonids) and Work Element.

Step 1.  Identify the species/species group potentially affected by the proposed action.   Prepare a separate worksheet for each  species/species group.  Review any additional instructions or information at the start of each species criteria section.

Step 2:   Determine which Activity Type, Activity Component, and Work Element(s) best describe the proposed action.  Copy these into the worksheet.  If there are multiple Work Elements, prepare a separate worksheet for each combination of species/species group and Work Element. You will need to complete a separate row in the worksheet table for each conditional statement in an individual Work Element that fits the project.  Determine what Components or Work Elements, if any, are missing from the list and record on the worksheet.

Step 3.  Complete the worksheets for each affected species as follows.


Project name: - insert the name of the project or batch of projects


Administrative Unit: - Provide to the District/Forest (FS) or Field Office (BLM) level

Preparer:  - name of the person preparing the worksheet


Date: - date worksheet completed.  

Conditional Statement:  Check each conditional statements for each Activity Type, Activity Component, and Work Element associated with the project.  For any conditional statements that fits the project, copy the Effect Pathway, Conditional Statement, and Potential Effect from the species effects determination criteria onto a line on the worksheet

Criteria: initially copy this from the species effects determination criteria.




If the potential effect is adverse, compare the project description and any implemented mitigations to determine if the project meets the criteria.  




If the project meets the criteria, indicate this by typing in YES after the criteria and make sure the description of the project includes enough detail to show that it meets the criteria.




If the project does not meet the criteria, indicate this by typing in PROJECT DOES NOT MEET THE CRITERIA after the criteria.  You may decide to redesign the project to meet the criteria or you may evaluate the project using your normal effects determination process.  



If the potential effect is adverse and there are no criteria provided, the project will require site-specific analysis using your normal effects determination process.  You may chose to use this format to capture the results of this process, but be sure to indicate that this is not according to the Northwest Consultation Process.



If the potential effect is “not likely to adversely affect” or “no effect” there will not be any specific criteria that you need to compare the project to.



Any additional information can be entered in the block at the end of the worksheet. 

Rationale: Unless you have previously determined that you do not meet the provided criteria, copy this from the species effects determination criteria.  There will be rationale provided if the project had a potential adverse affect and criteria were provided or if the potential affect was “not likely to adversely affect” or “no effect”.  In all cases , review the rationale to determine if it fits the local conditions relative to the specific project or projects.  

If the rationale fits the circumstances, indicate this by typing in YES after the rationale.  Add any additional site-specific rationale to bolster the determination on the worksheet.

If the project does not fit the rational, indicate this by typing in PROJECT DOES NOT FIT THE RATIONALE.  You may decide to redesign the project so that the rationale fits the project-specific circumstances or you may evaluate the project using your normal effects determination process.

Final Effect Determination:   

If the project meets any provided criteria and the rationale fits the circumstances, copy the final effect determination from the effects determination criteria.

If the potential effect was “not likely to adversely affect” or “no effect”, and the rationale fits the circumstances, the final effects determination should be the same as the potential effect.

Worksheet Documentation   
Statements in the Worksheet should normally stand alone.  Any referenced material should be attached. (e.g. salmonids matrix, habitat survey information, baseline population condition information, etc.).
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
