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Have You Planned For Escape from Your Burning House?

School age children are familiar with having fire drills from their classroom at school. Why not conduct a fire drill at home? Few children die in fires at school but many each year lose their lives to fire in homes. Plan and practice home fire drills to increase your family’s chances of escape if a fire occurs in your home.

_____________________, YOUR AGENCY NAME, recommend having smoke detectors, a minimum of one on each level of your home, especially near bedrooms. Newer model detectors have features that make them more tolerant of accidental alarms. The hush button feature found on smoke detectors allow occupants to silence them without compromising detector coverage. A well-planned home escape plan will include:

· Two ways out of every bedroom.

· An escape ladder for bedrooms on the second floor.

· Identify a special meeting place for all family members outside of your home, such as your mailbox or a large tree.

· Once you are out, stay out.

· Call the fire department from a neighbor’s house. A quick escape does not allow you the time to call from inside the house. Once out of the house stay out

Have a family fire drill to practice your escape plan. Get all family members involved in the drill.
